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Gabriel King

A heart attack claimed the life of Gabriel King, 55, on April 25.  The 1301 Oak Court, Port Washington resident died at St. Mary’s Hospital-Ozaukee.

A three term commander of the Van Ells-Schanen American Legion post, Mr. King was known throughout the community for his generous donations of his time to a number of community activities.

An army veteran, he was a member of the Veterans of Foreign Wars, Disabled American Veterans, 40 and 8 and worked in a variety of capacities for Legion sponsored activities, particularly those involving young people.

He was named Legionnaire of the Year in 1988.

Mr. King was also involved in the annual Vets Fishing Outing helping to prepare the fish boil that is served at each outing.

He was also a member of the Port Washington Kiwanis Club serving on the Kiwanis Foundation board.

He was the first Kiwanis Club member from the Wisconsin-Upper Michigan region to be chosen as a Marathon Man for the annual Children’s Hospital of Wisconsin telethon.  He was an active supporter of Children’s Hospital fundraising efforts and devised the cannisters that can be seen around the area at this time.

As the first Co-chairman of the American Cancer Society Jail and Bail in Port Washington, he helped to found the Northern Ozaukee Unit.  He would have been a judge for this year’s Jail and Bail on May 16 and May 17.

Mr. King was also a member of the Port Washington harbor commission.

He was born in Kingsford, Mich. January 8, 1935 to Henry and Aurora Gamasch King.  His father was the police chief of Kingsford.  On August 9, 1958, he and Judith Baerwald were married at St. Josephat’s, Milwaukee.

He is survived by his wife, Judith, a daughter Jennifer and son Ronald, at home, a daughter Susan Lindstedt, Port Washington, and sons Henry of Denver, Colo. And Army Pvt. Joseph King of Fort Ord, Calif.

Five grandchildren, a brother, Lawrence King of Traverse City, Mich and two sisters, Elizabeth Maddente and Geraldine Vanness of Milwaukee, also survive.

His parents, a brother and a sister preceded him in death.

Mr. King was the former general manager of Curtis Ambulance Service, Milwaukee.

Funeral services were held Friday, April 27 at Eernisse Funeral Home, Port Washington.  The commander and chaplain of Van Ells-Schanen American Legion Post conducted the services.

Burial was in Wood National Cemetery, Milwaukee.
